Mayor’s Message School Bus Stopping Law: Did you know that annually 1,000 motorist do
not obey this law?

e Motorist MUST STOP at least 10 feet away from the bus if red lights are flashing & the

Wﬁ stop arm is extended.

\\‘ e Motorist MUST STOP when they are behind a bus, meeting the bus or approaching an
intersection

when the bus is stopped.

e You MUST STOP if following or traveling alongside a school bus until the red lights have stopped
flashing, the stop arm is withdrawn and all children have reached safety. If physical barriers such as
grassy medians, guide rails or concrete median barriers separate oncoming traffic from the bus,
motorists in the opposing lanes may proceed without stopping. Do not proceed until all the children have
reached a place of safety.
If you are convicted of violating the above, you will receive the following:
*60 day driver’s license suspension / 5 points on your driving record / $250 fine
